2023 Highlights             Holy Redeemer Haiti Mission - St. Jean du Sud, Haiti 
 

• Offered educational support for ~ 360 students at two Catholic primary schools through 
our student- and teacher- sponsorship programs 

• Supported a school lunch program for ~160 students at Harry Hosey School 
• Funded competitive post-secondary school scholarships for 19 students 
• Provided free teeth cleanings and sealants for ~ 500 students at our dental clinic 

operated by a Haitian dentist and staff 
• Provided a health care subsidy at the LSF medical clinic in nearby Ti Rivyè 
• Patients pay 100 gourdes (~76 cents) per visit with Haitian doctors that includes a medi-

cal consultation, medicines, and lab tests (~$6.50 value) 
• Completed repairs to the church & rectory damaged by the Aug 2021 earthquake using 

local Haitian contractors and materials 
• Launched a five-year Tree Currency Program with the Smallholder Farmers Alliance 

and the Raising Haiti Foundation in St Jean du Sud 
~24,800 seedlings of various tree species propagated in the new nursery and 

~9,500 seedlings planted in 2023 
375 famers, including 125 women, attended workshops in agroforestry 
204 farmers received farming tools in the first 6 months of the project 

• To date, our Haitian-operated Goat & Chicken Project with 300 families has delivered 
over 519 newborn goats from a Boer male breeding program 

• Of these, 246 female goats were gifted to other families 
• The chickens have laid an estimated 175,000 eggs as of last October, provid-

ing an additional source of food and income  
• Financed the launch of a Haitian-owned printer/copier business in St. Jean du Sud to 

benefit schools, churches, and other organizations in the community

Student program, the Men’s Club-Haiti Committee Trivia Night and the Pancake 
Breakfast with Santa fundraisers benefiting the Haiti mission
